Lake Quality Committee

Minutes of Meeting November 15, 2010

Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:05. In attendance were Chuck Edson, Tom Spaniol, Bill Lawson, and Bye Barsness. . Barsness acted as secretary.
The committee did not have copies of prior meeting minutes, so they were not approved.
The committee reviewed and approved the meeting agenda(Lawson/Edson)
There was a  discussion of plans for adding woody debris both near shore and fish cribs. The committee reviewed the permit documents developed by Marty Engel. Fourteen lake residents have expressed an interest in participating in the beta project. The $9,000 budget for this project was also reviewed( $3k BLRD, $4k County Aids, $1k Star Prairie Fish, $1k USFW). Tom Spaniol agreed to lead the effort in February which will include placing the clusters of trees and stumps; and building and placing the fish cribs. Marty Engel has located trees on the USFW property northeast of the lake. 
Barsness reported that he photographed all riparian owner shorelines in late September. The process began at the landing and went clockwise around the lake with north being 12 o’clock. This will be an annual process to monitor changes in the shoreline.

Barsness reported that he is developing a handbook for property owners describing shoreline and buffer management practices. Should be ready for mailing in April.
For next year the committee will research feasibility of having a recording rain and snow instrument somewhere around the lake.

Open items from the plan are moving the fence in the northwest pasture and spring mailing.

Chuck Edson wants to find a person to take water quality measurements next summer.
Meeting adjourned at 8:00
