Key Action Plans  2010-2011 Fiscal year. These were developed with reference to DNR approved Lake Management Plan and BLRD charter for Lake Quality Committee.:

· Secure outside funding for woody habitat projects (Barsness)

· Identify 4-6 volunteers to participate in near shore projects (Spaniol, Lawson, Barsness)

· Manage project to place materials near shore during winter 2010-11

· Find worker volunteers and manage placement of 15 deep water fish cribs (Edson, Saniol)

· Contact property owners who scored lowest on the shoreline evaluation two years ago to seek commitment to identify voluntary remediation actions for their properties. (Barsness, Counter)

· Create a comprehensive New Resident Welcome Package to be presented to all new property owners. Begin distribution to all new owners after January 1, 2010.(Counter)

· Produce  3 mailings to all residents during fiscal year 2010-11 regarding Lake Quality and Boating Issues. (Education materials/pamphlets, Clean Water/Clean Boats, Phosphorous issues/strategies, boating safety, etc.) (Barsness, Counter)

· Add Boat safety program to BLRD website (already completed a link from our website to DNR Boat Safety site) (Spaniol)

· Conduct  Clean Boats/Clean Water inspections (Spaniol)
· Develop plan to remove cattle from northwest corner of the lake. Either remove them or move them back an additional 100 feet.( Barsness, Lawson)

· Change Bass slot limit (Laumeyer)

· Monitor water quality, temperature, phosphorous levels, etc. bi-weekly during the ice free season. (Edson)
