Call to Order

Chairman John Coughlin called the Commissioners Meeting to order at 9:04 a.m. He welcomed everyone present. He noted that Secretary Allyn can't attend the meeting and asked Bill Lawson to record the minutes. There were no changes to the agenda.

Secretary's Report

The minutes of the April 13, 2009 meeting that were previously distributed were presented. Bill Lawson made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. Ron Laumeyer seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Treasurer's Report

Treasurer John Haag first reported on the bank balances. The BLRD has $4,348.92 in the checking account and $13,412.57 in the savings account. All bills are current as of June 6, 2009. Bill Lawson moved to accept the Treasurer's Report. Ron Laumeyer seconded. Motion passed.

A proposed Annual Budget was handed out and discussed. The proposed budget for the 12 months 6/6/2009 - 6/7/2010 was discussed for presentation at the Annual Meeting. The total cost of operation is $15,070 with a levy of $7,500. After some discussion, Bill Lawson moved to recommend the proposed budget for consideration at the BLRD annual meeting with the provision to recommend the use of the $1,000.00 contingency fund for purchasing large walleye fingerlings to stock in Bass Lake this fall. John Coughlin seconded. Motion passed.

BLRD Lake Quality Management Plan

The BLRD Lake Quality Management Plan was presented and discussed. John Coughlin made the following motion, seconded by Lawson: The Board of Commissioners of the Bass Lake Rehabilitation District hereby accepts and approves the Bass Lake Management Plan 2009 and, as called for in the plan, creates a standing committee called the Lake Quality Committee. We approve the duties of the committee as  outlined in the committee charter and appoint the following lake residents to serve three-year terms: Bye Barsness (Chair); Connie Counter, Charles Edson, Bill Lawson and Tom Spaniol. (The BLRD Lake Quality Management Plan Implementation will be mailed to residents. The Lake Quality Committee Charter is enclosed with the  minutes.) The Commissioner position on the committee will need to be filled if Bill Lawson does not run for reelection. Consensus was that Tom Spaniol will fill the role if elected. Motion passed.

Motion to recess the Commissioners Meeting until the conclusion of the 2009  Annual Meeting was made by Bill Lawson and seconded by Ron Laumeyer. Motion passed. The Commissioners Meeting recessed at 9:26 a.m. and at-the conclusion of the 2009 District Annual Meeting, reconvened at 12:30 p.m.

Linda Luckey moved to keep the same officers, John Coughlin as Chair, Dick Allyn as Secretary and John Haag as Treasurer. Brett Bader seconded the motion. Motion passed.
