Lake Quality Committee

Minutes of Meeting August 10, 2009

Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:05. In attendance were Chuck Edson, Tom Spaniol, Bill Lawson and Bye Barsness. Connie Counter was absent. Barsness acted as secretary.

The committee reviewed and approved the meeting agenda

The committee reviewed the Committee Charter approved by the Board of Commissioners.

The committee reviewed the planning project grant budget/actual summary noting that $9,201.77 of the cash items has been spent leaving $3,298.23 unspent. All items in the budget have been completed except the development of a new lake map. The unspent monies will be used to pay for development and printing of the lake map. The committee is awaiting a proposal from Sean Hartnett, UW Eau Claire geographer, for development of the map. It is expected that this project will be completed before year end 2009.
The committee identified and assigned actions to be taken this summer:

1. Tom Spaniol will take charge of  “clean boats/clean water”

2. Chuck Edson will take charge of lake quality monitoring. He will, at a minimum, commence monitoring as required by DNR volunteering monitoring protocol.
3. Bill Lawson will contact Buzz Sorge and determine grants available for shoreline restoration planning and implementation

4. Bye Barsness will photograph  the shoreline of all lake parcels.

5. Bye Barsness will work with  Marty Engel to begin identifying woody habitat locations and grant funds to pay for the work

6. Bye Barsness will ask Ron Laumeyer to take charge of the project to change the slot limit for Bass

Bill Lawson reported that the water level as of the beginning of August was 880.4 (reading from pump housing)

The committee established times for 3 additional meetings and developed prime agenda topics for each

1. November 11, 2009     Grant request timing for 2010; Major plan elements for 2010-2011

2. February  10, 2010       First draft of 2010-2011 budget; first draft of action goals for 2010-2011; first draft of annual Lake Quality Reort
3. May 17, 2010
            Final 2010-2011 budget; Action steps for 2010-2011; final annual Lake Quality report
The committee suggested developing an e-mail listing for all property owners to help disseminate Lake Quality materials to residents quickly and inexpensively. The committee also recommended seeking volunteers from around the lake (natural neighborhoods) to help make and keep contact with all residents.

The committee identified tasks for the picnic

1. Distribute flyer suggesting property owner actions to protect lake quality

2. Begin collecting e-mail contacts

3. Begin seeking volunteers for neighborhood contact program

4. Begin contacting residents for participation in wood cribs program
